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END POLIO NOW/PURPLE PINKIE

The Editor is much indebted to Pat Gaudin for the continuous flow of information, photographs etc on this major
initiative by the Rotary movement. The following are excerpts from Pat's communications which will hopefully be
a useful reminder to us of what the project is about and what has been achieved locally. At the local level it is an
excellent example of the way the Chelmsford Rotary Clubs have worked together to achieve more than could
have been done by going it alone,

Pat to 1240 News................. Purple Pinkie week: 20-27 February 2010: End Polio Now / Thanks for Life

Rotary Clubs in Chelmsford built on their collaborative work during Purple Pinkie Week 2009. to engage non
Rotarians, especially young people, while raising awareness of End Polio Now/Thanks for Life. When we took
copies of the Usborne illustrated dictionaries into schools from September 2009 we used the opportunity to
explain Rotary's pledge to eliminate polio and the Bill and Melinda Gates' Foundation's challenge for financial
support. The schools were asked to support this year's Purple Pinkie campaign by holding their own activities
and supporting Rotary activities in Chelmsford. A number of other things fell into place. A stallholder at the
May 2009 Chelmsford Mildmay Great Baddow Races (10 mile and 2 mile charity races) donated a soft toy bear
saying “raffle that for a good cause”. Then the idea was suggested that we could ask people to donate to paper
chain links “a link for a life” — and perhaps get into the Guinness Book of Records for the longest paper chain.
Both were ideas that could be fun, would engage people, would raise awareness and the bonus would be raising
some funds for End Polio Now.

Pat to Mildmay Business Meeting (March)............. Thanks to all who attended Race Night on 26 February,
sponsored horses and races. It was an excellent evening.

Purple Pinkie Saturday on 27 February went well — we may not have raised huge amounts but we certainly have
raised awareness.
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Again, a very big thank you to everyone who took part in High Chelmer, the High Street and Tesco, Springfield
Road. The paper chain proved popular with young and old alike, writing messages on links for the chain (still to
be measured); No Name Bear discovered his name was Ursus and that he was going to live with Don Hilton;
many of the High Street stall holders wore something purple and displayed our A6 flyers and End Polio Now
balloons (including one stall holder who having had polio as a child was particularly supportive).

BBC Essex held their fitness roadshow just across from us in High Chelmer — they were a bit loud (!) but did give
us regular mentions and drew larger crowds than might otherwise have been expected. Dave Monk also joined
us to help count down to the final links of the paper chain — added by the Mayor and Mayoress of Chelmsford.

Promotion wise — the Essex Chronicle trailed on 25 February “Rotarians’ purple reign in aid of polio charity” and
both the Chronicle and Chelmsford Weekly News sent photographers on the day and (gave very good coverage).
Hospital Radio interviewed Susan Carragher in the High Street; High Chelmer put up posters for a week in



advance. Thank you to photographer Ron Gregory and his assistant Richard Pilborow — we will send photos not
just to media outlets but also to the Mayor, to the Town Centre Manager, the High Chelmer website, the Purple
Pinkie website and of course to Mildmay Matters.

Everyone’s contributions are crucial to the whole but two stand out — Susan Carragher who was great at
promoting No Name Bear and was prepared to have her hair purpled for the cause, and to Alistair Simpson who
persevered to the end, catching eyes, taking more donations, giving away balloons and leaving our mark with
three purple pinkie balloons on the High Chelmer ceiling!

The two events have raised at least £2,000 — and still counting..........

HAITI UPDATE

It is now five weeks since Haiti was rocked by a catastrophic earthquake and there is still an urgent need for
secure shelter which can stand up to the Haitian climate. ShelterBox Response Team (SRT) member Jane
Nash has just returned from Port au Prince. She says the importance of getting people into tents cannot be
underestimated.

'The rains are going to be really hard and it is going to take a long time to get transitional housing up and
running. Our tents will withstand heavy rain. Would you want to be in a tarpaulin sheet in a torrential downpour
when the ground will be soaked? The look on one woman's face when | gave her a tent was like it was the best
thing she had ever had, ' said Jane.

ShelterBox General Manager Lasse Petersen, who has also just returned from Port au Prince, added: 'At present
the vast majority of people left homeless have yet to receive even plastic sheeting. These families need
immediate emergency shelter rather than becoming caught up in policy debates.

‘A tent, as we've already seen, can be a life saving difference to many of the most vulnerable during what is
likely to become a very lengthy wait for anything more permanent. It's vital we continue our efforts in Haiti;
tents are the number one priority.'

So far, more than 7,000 ShelterBoxes and disaster relief tents have been distributed in Haiti and another 1,200
are due to arrive in Port au Prince, Haiti's capital, by Friday. The SRT in Port au Prince already has a planned
distribution in place for these boxes.

ShelterBox has committed another 5,000 tents to Haiti, which will provide shelter for another 50,000 people.
These will start arriving at the end of February. ShelterBox tents undergo rigorous testing and will be able to
stand up to the spring rains which will soon descend on Haiti.

Long-term commitment. On February, Tuesday 16, SRT members Mike Greenslade (AU) and Dave Ray (UK),
who are in Port au Prince, worked closely with community leaders and the Red Falcon, US 82nd Airborne to
distribute 180 ShelterBoxes. Mike said: 'We could not have achieved a safe distribution without the 82nd
Airbourne. The soldiers of Red Falcon ensured that boxes went to the most needy in the camp.

'‘Conditions in the camp are amongst the worst I've seen with people living cheek by jowl, camping out on piles
of rubble, surrounded by rubbish and rotting waste. In this space people have to wash, cook, eat and sleep,
many with no more than a bed sheet for overhead cover. 'This picture is replicated throughout Port au Prince
and the outlying affected by the quake. There are not enough tents to go round and the consensus is that
when the rains come we will have a second emergency on our hands.'

P.S. An initiative of Rotarian Tom Henderson OBE, a former Royal Navy search and rescue diver, Shelter Box
started in 2000 as a project of the Rotary Club of Helston-Lizard, Cornwall. Shelter Box, now the largest Rotary
Club project in the world, has responded to disasters including the Indian Ocean Tsunami, Hurricane Katrina and
Cyclone Nargis in Myanmar (Burma). In 2010, Shelter Box will be celebrating its 10-year anniversary. In
January Mildmay agreed pay for two boxes at £490 each and we have been informed that boxes we
had already funded in the autumn of 2009 were transported to Haiti at the start of the emergency.
